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Introduction 
 
The cities are expected to perform efficiently in keeping with the emerging demands for 

employment, commerce, trade, industry and other services. As housing constitutes an 

important element of human life.  It has potential to contribute to a rise in national income. It 

also accelerates the pace of development.

The Mission seeks to address the housing 

requirement of urban poor including slum dwellers through the verticals of (1) Slum 

rehabilitation of Slum Dwellers; (2) Promotion of Affordable Housing for weaker section 

through credit linked subsidy; (3) Affordable Housing in Partnership with Public and Private 

sectors; and (4) Subsidy for beneficiary-led individual house construction. There has been 

remarkable progress in the performance of the Mission in India. The mission will support 

construction of houses up to 30 square meter carpet area with basic civic infrastructure. In-

situ” slum rehabilitation using land as a resource with private participation for providing 

houses to eligible slum dwellers is an important component of the “Housing for All” Mission. 

This approach aims to leverage the locked potential of land under slums to provide houses to 

the eligible slum dwellers bringing them into the formal urban settlement. The Mission, in 

order to expand institutional credit flow to the housing needs of urban poor will implement 

credit linked\ subsidy component as a demand side intervention. Credit linked subsidy will be 

provided on home loans taken by eligible urban poor (EWS/LIG) for acquisition, 

construction of house. The third component of the mission is affordable housing in 

partnership. This is a supply side intervention. The Mission will provide financial assistance 

to EWS houses being built with different partnerships. The third component of the mission is 

affordable housing in partnership.

In view of 

the providing houses to urban dwellers, state government of Uttar Pradesh has implemented 

the scheme in all cities. There has been significant progress in the construction and allotment 

of houses under the Mission.

Prof.Ripu Sudan ji said that this is a subject that is related to the common people. To 
understand why there was a sudden need to analyse this plan, we will have to look at the goal 
and its qualitative examination.

Technical Session: First 

 

The main speakers of first technical session were Professor Suryabhan Singh, Political 
Science, Allahabad University, and Dr. Anand Tripathi.  Prof. Suryabhan addresses that we 
the people of India, who are the makers of the Constitution and the makers of the 
government, have the right to live a life in dignity In India, a person is not seen as an 
individual but as a group.

Its economic dimensions are 
family and economy. These schemes in this economy, give rise to big demand, like housing 
project also gives strength to big industries such as labour, steel, brick, etc. 
 

 



Technical Session: Second 

 

The main speakers of the Second technical session were Prof P.K. Pandey, Director, of 
Research Cell, UPRTOU, and Dr. Devesh Ranjan Tripathi, Associate Professor SOMS, 
UPRTOU. The second session was led by Dr. Devesh Ranjan Tripathi who first mentioned 
the scheme was launched in 2015 with the vision of housing for all. He mentioned the theory 
of Maslow's need of hierarchy where needs are segmented into five levels and the basic 
requirements or physiological needs are – Food, Clothes, and House. While these government 
initiatives are a positive step forward, the PMAY-HFA mission focuses on providing 
affordable housing in both urban and rural areas in collaboration with all stakeholders. it 
offers financial assistance for housing loans through the credit-linked subsidy scheme 
(CLSS). Additionally, the mission promotes individual household construction and sanitation 
facilities through the beneficiary-led construction/individual household latrine (BLC/IHHL) 
scheme. He also mentioned that it isa commendable initiative that addresses several crucial 
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). By providing affordable housing, PMAY tackles 
poverty (SDG 1), promotes gender equality (SDG 5), and ensures access to clean water and 
sanitation (SDG 6). It also contributes to creating sustainable cities and communities (SDG 
11) and fosters climate action (SDG 13) through improved living conditions. This multi-
pronged approach reflects well on India's economic progress. 

 



P.K. Pandey's experience as a beneficiary of the Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLISS) 
exemplifies the scheme's success. He received a significant interest discount, highlighting the 
scheme's tangible impact on affordability. However, Mr. Pandey raises a crucial point: the 
public is often unaware of such beneficial initiatives. This workshop aims to bridge this gap 
by ensuring the findings of impactful research projects, like those evaluating CLISS, are 
effectively disseminated among the public. India has a rich tradition of social welfare 
schemes dating back a long time. However, simply having these initiatives in place isn't 
enough. The true test lies in their effective implementation in today's world. Your research 
findings should address this crucial aspect: how well are these schemes being delivered in the 
current situation? By raising awareness, these research projects can fulfil their core purpose – 
to inform public policy and empower individuals to access beneficial initiatives. the critical 
need for public awareness and how the workshop aims to address this gap. It highlights the 
importance of research findings reaching the intended audience: the public, for the welfare of 
society as whole.
